Rem Keolhaas founded the Ccs for Metropolitan Architecture in 1975 together with Elia arid Zee Zengheiis arid
Madden Vriesendorp as a collaborative practise. Having worked as a journalist and script writer before becoming an
architect, Koolhaas graduated from the Architectural Association in London, arid in '1978 published Delirious New
'lork, a RetroactIve Manftesto for Manhafari. In 1995, his book S,M.L,XL summarized the work of DMA and
established connections between contemporary society and architecture, At this moment Rem Koolhaas is heading
the work of DMA as well as AMO - the conceptual branth of aMA. a think tank focused on social, economic, arid
technological issues.

Rem Koolhaas is a professor at Harvard University where he conducts the Project on the City, a research program
investigating changing urban conditions around the world. The projects include a study on China's Pearl River Delta
(published as Great Leap Forward), an anaiysis of the role of retail and consumption in the contemporary society
(The Harvard Guide to Shopping), and studies on Rome, Lagos, Communism, preservation and Beijing.

Recenfiy, DMA has completed the Netherlands Embassy in Berlin, a campus center at the Illinois Institute of
Technology in Chicago, the Prada Epicenter in Ls Angeles and the Public Ubrary in Seattle. The Seattle Library was
chosen by TIME Magazine as The Best Architecture for 2004 and was described by the New York Times as: 'At a
dark hour: Seattle's new Central Library is a blazing chandelier to swing your dreams upon. If an American city can
erect civic project as brave as this one, the sun hasn't set on the West.' (May '16th 2004)

In April 2005 the Casa da Musica concert hail in Porte was completed and was already voted as one of the most
important concert halls in the world by the New York Times (April 10th 2005).

In Asia, OMA Is currently constructing the offices largest poject to date, the 575,000m2 China Central Television
Headquarters CCW and Television Cultural Center TVCC in Beijing. In December 2007 the two towers of the CCTV
building joined, marking an exciting moment in the project. Cc.TV is to be conipleted by 2009 and TVCC will be
completed in time for the Olympics in 2008.

The work of Rem Koolhaas and DMA has been celebrated by several international awards, including the Prttzker
Architecture Prize (2000) and the RIBA Gold Medal (2004). In 2005 Rem Koolhaas received the Mies van der Rohe
Award for the Netherlands Embassy, Berlin, In making their decision to award the Netherlands Embassy, the jury
commended the 'quality of the urban reflection and intelligence of the concept implemented, especially as regards the
unprecedented concept of 'trajectory' arid the new potential it brings to this project of great complexity'. In 2001 Rem
Koolhaas was awarded the French Legion of Honour and 2007 the University of Leuven, Belgium, honoured him with
a doctorate honoris causa. In the same year Rem Koolhaas was elected to the European Council of Foreign
Relations.

In addition to the architectural wdit of OMA Rem Koolhaas also addresses theory, culture and politics with the
creative think tank AMO. Recent AMO projects include a study for the European Commission on the visual identity of
the EU, image restructuring for Condé Nast magazines Lucky and Wired, a study on the future of the automobile for
Volkswagen and a study concerning preservation for the city of Beijing.

By combining AMO and DMA Rem Koolhaas is seen as one of the most important thinkers of the last decades.
Nice lai Ourouss off critic for Los Angeles Times underlines Ihis by: 'There is liWe question that Rem Koolhaas is one
of the most influential architects of the last 20 years. As an architectural thinker, his cool analytic approach to design,
sprinkled with a healthy scepticism, has informed the profession thathis fingerprints can be found on the work of
almost any young architect today.' (May 21St 2004)

Koolhaas' work was the subject of various overview exhroitions, the most recent being Content, which opened at the
Neue Nationalgalerie, Berlin in 2003 and at the Kunsthal (built by DMA) in 2004. En conjunction with the exhibition, a
book of the same name was published in 2003 byTaschen Books. Content illustrates the ways in which Rem
Koolhaas and OMA-AMO interact with the world and how the world in turn influences theirwork. An exhibition by
AMO on representation in and the perception of Europe was on display last Fall in Brussels and at the Haus der
Kunst in Munich. For the Biennale in Venice Rem Koolhaas curated in 2005 one of the exhibitions titled 'Expansion &
Neglect' and in 2006 an exhibition titled 'The Gulf exploring the vast urbanization at the Gulf coast. More recently,
Rem Koolhaas arid AMO have produced Al Manakh, a study of the Gulf, which was published in autumn 2007 and
coincides wifn DMA's continued architectural and theoretical presence in the Middle East.

Having studied history at BallioL Coflege, Oxford, Richard joined the
Financial Times. He edited the Lex column in the 1 970s, becoming
financial editor in 1979. in 1982 he moved to New York as the Bureau
Chief, returning to the UK a year later as Deputy Editor. He became
Editor of theFinancial Times in 1991 and during his 10 years in this role
launched the US version of the newspaper.

From August 2002 Richard spent a semester at the Kennedy School of
Government at Harvard University. He was subsequently asked to write
the Lambert Review of Business-University Collaboration.

A member of the Bank of England's Monetary Policy Corn mitee from
Spring 2003 until Spring 2006, Richard took up the post of Director-

Biography - Lech Waesa

Lech Walesa was born on September 29, 1943 in Popowo, Poland. After graduating from

vocational school, he worked as a car mechanic at a machine center from 1961 to 1965. He

served in the army for two years, rose to the rank of corporal, and in 1967 was employed in

the Gdansk shipyards as an electrician. In 1969 he married Danuta Gobs and they have eight
children.

During the clash in December 1970 between the workers and the government, he was one of

the leaders of the shipyard workers and was briefly detained. In 1975, however, as a result of

his activities as a shop steward, he was fired and had to earn his living by taking temporary jobs.

In 1978 with other activists he began to organise free noncommunlst trade unions and took part in many actions on

the sea coast. He was kept under surveillance by the state security service and frequently detained.

In August 1980 he led the Gdansk shipyard strike which gave rise to a wave oF strikes over much of the country with

Wabesa seen as the leader. The primary demands were for workers rights. The authorities were forced to capitulate

and to negotiate with Walesa the Gdansk Agreement of August 31, 1980, which gave the workers the right to strike

and to organise their own Independent union.

The Catholic Church supported the movement, and in January 1981. Waiesa was cordially received by Pope John Paul II

in the Vatican. Walesa himself has always regarded his Catholicism as a source of strength and inspiration. In the

years 1980-81 Walesa travelled to Italy, Japan, Sweden, France and Switzerland as guest of the International Labour

Organisatlon. In September ig8l he was elected Solidarity Chairman at the First National Solidarity Congress in

Gdansk.

The country's brief enjoyment of relative freedom ended in December 1981, when General Jaruzelski, fearing Soviet

armed intervention among other considerations, imposed martial law, suspended Solidarity, arrested many of its

leaders, and internea Walesa In a country house in a remote 5pot.

In November 1982 Walesa was released and reinstated at the Gdansk shipyards. Although kept under surveillance, he

managed to maintain lively contact with Solidarity leaders in the underground. WhIle martial Law was lifted in July

1983, many of the restrictions were continued En civil code. In October 1983 the announcement of Walesas Nobel

prize raised the spirits of the underground movement, hut the award was attacked by the government press.

The .]aruzebski regime became even more unpopular as economic conditions worsened, and it was finally forced to

negotiate with Waiesa and his Solidarity colleagues. The re5ult was the holding of parliamentary elections which,

although limited, led to the establishment of a non-communist government. Under tiiknal 3orachev the Soviet Union

was no longer prepared to use military force to keep communist parties in satellite states in power.



Walesa, now head of the revived Solidarity labour union, began a series of meetings with world leaders.

In April 1990 at Solidaritys second national congress, Walesa was elected chairman with 77.5% of the votes. En

December 1990 in a general ballot he was elected President of the Republic of Poland. He served until defeated in the

election of November 1995.

Walesa has been granted many honorary degrees from universities, including Harvard University and the University of

Paris, Other honors Include the '1edal of Freedom (Philadelphia, U,S.A.); the Award of Free World (Norway); and the

European Award of Human Rights.
